SPECIAL RECOGNITION

CHILD ABUSE AWARENESS MONTH

As the representative of the DSS board, Vice-Chairman Falls stressed the importance of Child Abuse
Awareness Month. There are currently 234 children in DSS custody. Although Cleveland County has more foster

parents and homes than most counties, Commissioners encouraged citizens to become foster parents.



PUBLIC HEARINGS

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT~ PUBLIC HEARING FOR SHELL BUILDING IN
THE FOOTHILLS COMMERCE CENTER

Paula Kempton of Isothermal Planning and Development Commission presented a CDBG application for a
$1 Million loan to construct a shell building in the Foothills Commerce center. The building consists of 100,000
square feet which can be expanded to 200,000 square feet. The total project is expected to cost $3,022,525
including construction and grant administration. Construction of this building is a partnership with the City of
Shelby identical to construction of a shell building that will house Schletter which will bring 300 jobs to Cleveland
County.

Chairman Hawkins opened the public hearing.

Stephen Ager, 113 Buffalo Street Apartment 14B, spoke on behalf of people in his community in support
of the project.

Robert Williams, 814 E. Stagecoach Trail, spoke not necessarily for or against the project but asked
Commissioners to make available more public information regarding public hearings. “The most secret meeting in
Cleveland County is a public hearing.” He said that most citizens do not know what these public hearings are
about because the information is not available. “I am against anything secret.”

Hearing no further comments, Chairman Hawkins closed the public hearing.

Commissioner Hutchins confirmed that the first shell building was sold to Schletter, it was not given to
them. The funds from sale of the first building are being used to construct the second building.

ACTION: Johnny Hutchins made the motion, seconded by Susan Allen and unanimously adopted by the
board, to approve submittal of the application as presented by Paula Kempton.

Commissioners discussed the possible effects of Legislators removal of funding to the North Carolina Rural
Center. Interim Manager David Dear made note that most water and sewer expansions for Economic Development
clients come from Rural Center funding.

Chairman Hawkins encouraged those attending County Assembly Day to speak with our Legislators
regarding the effects closing the Rural Center would have on Cleveland County.
